CAPTAIN NICHOLAS MELVILLE
GEPP
11th Bn. King's Own Yorkshire Light
Infantry attached. 1st Bn. Essex Regiment

He was born 1871 to the Reverend Nicholas
P Gepp and his wife Alice in Sandon,
Hertfordshire. He held a commission in the
West India Regiment Dec 19008 Dec 1909.
Serving in the Boer War from 18998 1900,
he was then seconded for a time to permit
him to take up a civil post as Assistant
Resident in Northern Nigeria and later he
became Resident. He was with the West
African Frontier Force from Dec 19046 Sep
1906, being in Southern Nigeria in 19044 5,
and in Northern Nigeria until Sep 1906.
A decision had to be taken whether he would
remain in the army or give up his civil
appointment. He chose to remain as
Resident and re-joined the army in May 1915
as a Captain. He was attached for active
service to the 1st Battalion, Essex Regiment
and was sent with a draft at the end of July
1915 to the Dardanelles. He fell in action at
Hill 12 in the front of Achi Baba on 6th Aug
1915. Capt Gepp is buried in an unmarked
grave in Twelve Tree Copse Cemetery,
Kirthia, Helles, Turkey,
Grave reference Sp. Mem. C. 346

LANCE CORPORAL, 84807,
JOHN ARTHUR CRISP
208th Field Coy., Royal Engineers

Born in Northwold on 29 « Sep 1878, eldest
son of John & Elizabeth Crisp. Killed in
Action during the Battle of the Somme on
9 Aug 1916, aged 37, he has no known
grave. John is commemorated on the
Thiepval Memorial, Somme, France,
Pier and Face 8A and 8D.
